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II Kings 6:8-20 the

the king of Syria warred against Israel, and took counsel with his servants, saying, In such and

such a place shall be my camp. And the man of God sent unto the king of Israel, saying, Beware

that thou pass not such a place; for thither the Syrians are come down. And the king of Israel sent

to the place which the man of God told him and warned him of, and saved himself there, not once

nor twice. Therefore the heart of the king of Syria was sore troubled for this thing; and he called

his servants, and said unto them, Will ye not shew me which of us is for the king of Israel? And

one of his servants said, None, my lord, O king: but Elisha, the prophet that is in Israel, telleth the

king of Israel the words that thou speakest in thy bedchamber. ¶And he said, Go and spy where he

is, that I may send and fetch him. And it was told him, saying, Behold, he is in Dothan. Therefore

sent he thither horses, and chariots, and a great host: and they came by night, and compassed the

city about. And when the servant of the man of God was risen early, and gone forth, behold, an

host compassed the city both with horses and chariots. And his servant said unto him, Alas, my

master! how shall we do? And he answered, Fear not: for they that be with us are more than they

that be with them. And Elisha prayed, and said, Lord, I pray thee, open his eyes, that he may see.

And the Lord opened the eyes of the young man; and he saw: and, behold, the mountain was full of

horses and chariots of fire round about Elisha. And when they came down to him, Elisha prayed

unto the Lord, and said, Smite this people, I pray thee, with blindness. And he smote them with

blindness according to the word of Elisha. ¶And Elisha said unto them, This is not the way, neither

is this the city: follow me, and I will bring you to the man whom ye seek. But he led them to

Samaria. And it came to pass, when they were come into Samaria, that Elisha said, Lord, open the

eyes of these men, that they may see. And the Lord opened their eyes, and they saw; and, behold,

they were in the midst of Samaria.

Isa. 34:16-17

¶Seek ye out of the book of the Lord, and read: no one of these shall fail, none shall want her

mate: for my mouth it hath commanded, and his spirit it hath gathered them. And he hath cast the

lot for them, and his hand hath divided it unto them by line: they shall possess it for ever, from

generation to generation shall they dwell therein.

Isa. 35:1-10

The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad for them; and the desert shall rejoice, and

blossom as the rose. It shall blossom abundantly, and rejoice even with joy and singing: the glory

of Lebanon shall be given unto it, the excellency of Carmel and Sharon, they shall see the glory of

the Lord, and the excellency of our God. ¶Strengthen ye the weak hands, and confirm the feeble

knees. Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your God will come with

vengeance, even God with a recompence; he will come and save you. Then the eyes of the blind

shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. Then shall the lame man leap as an

hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in

the desert. And the parched ground shall become a pool, and the thirsty land springs of water: in

the habitation of dragons, where each lay, shall be grass with reeds and rushes. And an highway

shall be there, and a way, and it shall be called The way of holiness; the unclean shall not pass

over it; but it shall be for those: the wayfaring men, though fools, shall not err therein. No lion

shall be there, nor any ravenous beast shall go up thereon, it shall not be found there; but the

redeemed shall walk there: And the ransomed of the Lord shall return, and come to Zion with

songs and everlasting joy upon their heads: they shall obtain joy and gladness, and sorrow and

sighing shall flee away.

Matt. 4:23 Jesus

Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the
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kingdom, and healing all manner of sickness and all manner of disease among the people.

Matt. 5:1-2

And seeing the multitudes, he went up into a mountain: and when he was set, his disciples came

unto him: And he opened his mouth, and taught them, saying,

Matt. 6:22

The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of

light.

SH 330:8

When the following platform is understood and the letter and the spirit bear witness, the

infallibility of divine metaphysics will be demonstrated.

SH 330:11

I. God is infinite, the only Life, substance, Spirit, or Soul, the only intelligence of the universe,

including man. Eye hath neither seen God nor His image and likeness. Neither God nor the perfect

man can be discerned by the material senses. The individuality of Spirit, or the infinite, is

unknown, and thus a knowledge of it is left either to human conjecture or to the revelation of

divine Science.

SH 393:25

When Jesus declares that "the light of the body is the eye," he certainly means that light depends

upon Mind, not upon the complex humors, lenses, muscles, the iris and pupil, constituting the

visual organism.

SH 140:7-13

Not materially but spiritually we know Him as divine Mind, as Life, Truth, and Love. We shall

obey and adore in proportion as we apprehend the divine nature and love Him understandingly,

warring no more over the corporeality, but rejoicing in the affluence of our God. Religion will then

be of the heart and not of the head.

SH 93:21-25

The belief that Spirit is finite as well as infinite has darkened all history. In Christian Science,

Spirit, as a proper noun, is the name of the Supreme Being. It means quantity and quality, and

applies exclusively to God.

SH 94:1-6

Jesus taught but one God, one Spirit, who makes man in the image and likeness of Himself, — of

Spirit, not of matter. Man reflects infinite Truth, Life, and Love. The nature of man, thus

understood, includes all that is implied by the terms "image" and "likeness" as used in Scripture.

SH 95:30-96:5

Material sense does not unfold the facts of existence; but spiritual sense lifts human

consciousness into eternal Truth. Humanity advances slowly out of sinning sense into spiritual

understanding; unwillingness to learn all things rightly, binds Christendom with chains.

Love will finally mark the hour of harmony, and spiritualization will follow, for Love is Spirit.

SH 485:14-24

Emerge gently from matter into Spirit. Think not to thwart the spiritual ultimate of all things, but

come naturally into Spirit through better health and morals and as the result of spiritual growth.

Not death, but the understanding of Life, makes man immortal. The belief that life can be in matter

or soul in body, and that man springs from dust or from an egg, is the result of the mortal error

which Christ, or Truth, destroys by fulfilling the spiritual law of being, in which man is perfect,
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even as the "Father which is in heaven is perfect."

SH 96:21

Mortal error will vanish in a moral chemicalization. This mental fermentation has begun, and will

continue until all errors of belief yield to understanding. Belief is changeable, but spiritual

understanding is changeless.

SH 131:3-11

There is no error in Science, and our lives must be governed by reality in order to be in harmony

with God, the divine Principle of all being.

When once destroyed by divine Science, the false evidence before the corporeal senses

disappears. Hence the opposition of sensuous man to the Science of Soul and the significance of

the Scripture, "The carnal mind is enmity against God." The central fact of the Bible is the

superiority of spiritual over physical power.

SH 90:24

The admission to one's self that man is God's own likeness sets man free to master the infinite

idea. This conviction shuts the door on death, and opens it wide towards immortality. The

understanding and recognition of Spirit must finally come, and we may as well improve our time

in solving the mysteries of being through an apprehension of divine Principle. At present we know

not what man is, but we certainly shall know this when man reflects God.

SH 280:25-281:4

Rightly understood, instead of possessing a sentient material form, man has a sensationless body;

and God, the Soul of man and of all existence, being perpetual in His own individuality, harmony,

and immortality, imparts and perpetuates these qualities in man, — through Mind, not matter. The

only excuse for entertaining human opinions and rejecting the Science of being is our mortal

ignorance of Spirit, — ignorance which yields only to the understanding of divine Science, the

understanding by which we enter into the kingdom of Truth on earth and learn that Spirit is infinite

and supreme.

SH 109:4

Christian Science reveals incontrovertibly that Mind is All-in-all, that the only realities are the

divine Mind and idea. This great fact is not, however, seen to be supported by sensible evidence,

until its divine Principle is demonstrated by healing the sick and thus proved absolute and divine.

This proof once seen, no other conclusion can be reached.
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
