Our heavenly Father, divine Love, demands that all men should follow the example of our Master
and his apostles and not merely worship his personality.

SH 40:31

The nature of Christianity is peaceful and blessed, but in order to enter into the kingdom, the
anchor of hope must be cast beyond the veil of matter into the Shekinah into which Jesus has
passed before us; and this advance beyond matter must come through the joys and triumphs of the
righteous as well as through their sorrows and afflictions. Like our Master, we must depart from
material sense into the spiritual sense of being.

SH 57:18-24
Happiness is spiritual, born of Truth and Love. It is unselfish; therefore it cannot exist alone, but
requires all mankind to share it.

Human affection is not poured forth vainly, even though it meet no return. Love enriches the
nature, enlarging, purifying, and elevating it.

SH 200:9-19

Life is, always has been, and ever will be independent of matter; for Life is God, and man is the
idea of God, not formed materially but spiritually, and not subject to decay and dust. The
Psalmist said: "Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of Thy hands. Thou hast put all
things under his feet."

The great truth in the Science of being, that the real man was, is, and ever shall be perfect, is
incontrovertible; for if man is the image, reflection, of God, he is neither inverted nor subverted,
but upright and Godlike.

SH 248:29
Let unselfishness, goodness, mercy, justice, health, holiness, love — the kingdom of heaven —
reign within us, and sin, disease, and death will diminish until they finally disappear.

SH 267:13-32*

Christian Scientists understand that, in a religious sense, they have the same authority for the
appellative mother, as for that of brother and sister. Jesus said: "For whosoever shall do the will
of my Father which is in heaven, the same is my brother, and sister, and mother."

When examined in the light of divine Science, mortals present more than is detected upon the
surface, since inverted thoughts and erroneous beliefs must be counterfeits of Truth. Thought is
borrowed from a higher source than matter, and by reversal, errors serve as waymarks to the one
Mind, in which all error disappears in celestial Truth. The robes of Spirit are "white and
glistering," like the raiment of Christ. Even in this world, therefore, "let thy garments be always
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white." "Blessed is the man that endureth [overcometh] temptation: for when he is tried, [proved
faithful], he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him."
(James i. 12.)

SH 366:24-367:9

The sick are terrified by their sick beliefs, and sinners should be affrighted by their sinful beliefs;
but the Christian Scientist will be calm in the presence of both sin and disease, knowing, as he
does, that Life is God and God is All.

If we would open their prison doors for the sick, we must first learn to bind up the broken-hearted.

If we would heal by the Spirit, we must not hide the talent of spiritual healing under the napkin of
its form, nor bury the morale of Christian Science in the grave-clothes of its letter. The tender
word and Christian encouragement of an invalid, pitiful patience with his fears and the removal of
them, are better than hecatombs of gushing theories, stereotyped borrowed speeches, and the
doling of arguments, which are but so many parodies on legitimate Christian Science, aflame with
divine Love.

SH 405:5-9

Christian Science commands man to master the propensities, — to hold hatred in abeyance with

kindness, to conquer lust with chastity, revenge with charity, and to overcome deceit with honesty.

SH 446:25-27

Not human platitudes, but divine beatitudes, reflect the spiritual light and might which heal the
sick.

SH 497:24 And
And we solemnly promise to watch, and pray for that Mind to be in us which was also in Christ
Jesus; to do unto others as we would have them do unto us; and to be merciful, just, and pure.
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
