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Jer. 9:23-24

¶Thus saith the Lord, Let not the wise man glory in his wisdom, neither let the mighty man glory in

his might, let not the rich man glory in his riches: But let him that glorieth glory in this, that he

understandeth and knoweth me, that I am the Lord which exercise lovingkindness, judgment, and

righteousness, in the earth: for in these things I delight, saith the Lord.

Dan. 2:1-3 in

in the second year of the reign of Nebuchadnezzar, Nebuchadnezzar dreamed dreams, wherewith

his spirit was troubled, and his sleep brake from him. Then the king commanded to call the

magicians, and the astrologers, and the sorcerers, and the Chaldeans, for to shew the king his

dreams. So they came and stood before the king. And the king said unto them, I have dreamed a

dream, and my spirit was troubled to know the dream.

Dan. 2:10-13

¶The Chaldeans answered before the king, and said, There is not a man upon the earth that can

shew the king's matter: therefore there is no king, lord, nor ruler, that asked such things at any

magician, or astrologer, or Chaldean. And it is a rare thing that the king requireth, and there is

none other that can shew it before the king, except the gods, whose dwelling is not with flesh. For

this cause the king was angry and very furious, and commanded to destroy all the wise men of

Babylon. And the decree went forth that the wise men should be slain; and they sought Daniel and

his fellows to be slain.

Dan. 2:19-20

¶Then was the secret revealed unto Daniel in a night vision. Then Daniel blessed the God of

heaven. Daniel answered and said, Blessed be the name of God for ever and ever: for wisdom and

might are his:

Dan. 2:24-30

¶Therefore Daniel went in unto Arioch, whom the king had ordained to destroy the wise men of

Babylon: he went and said thus unto him; Destroy not the wise men of Babylon: bring me in before

the king, and I will shew unto the king the interpretation. Then Arioch brought in Daniel before the

king in haste, and said thus unto him, I have found a man of the captives of Judah, that will make

known unto the king the interpretation. The king answered and said to Daniel, whose name was

Belteshazzar, Art thou able to make known unto me the dream which I have seen, and the

interpretation thereof? Daniel answered in the presence of the king, and said, The secret which the

king hath demanded cannot the wise men, the astrologers, the magicians, the soothsayers, shew

unto the king; But there is a God in heaven that revealeth secrets, and maketh known to the king

Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in the latter days. Thy dream, and the visions of thy head upon thy

bed, are these; As for thee, O king, thy thoughts came into thy mind upon thy bed, what should

come to pass hereafter: and he that revealeth secrets maketh known to thee what shall come to

pass. But as for me, this secret is not revealed to me for any wisdom that I have more than any

living, but for their sakes that shall make known the interpretation to the king, and that thou

mightest know the thoughts of thy heart.

Dan. 2:47

The king answered unto Daniel, and said, Of a truth it is, that your God is a God of gods, and a

Lord of kings, and a revealer of secrets, seeing thou couldest reveal this secret.

Matt. 11:1 when

when Jesus had made an end of commanding his twelve disciples, he departed thence to teach and

to preach in their cities.
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Matt. 12:9-13 2nd he

he went into their synagogue: ¶And, behold, there was a man which had his hand withered. And

they asked him, saying, Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath days? that they might accuse him. And

he said unto them, What man shall there be among you, that shall have one sheep, and if it fall into

a pit on the sabbath day, will he not lay hold on it, and lift it out? How much then is a man better

than a sheep? Wherefore it is lawful to do well on the sabbath days. Then saith he to the man,

Stretch forth thine hand. And he stretched it forth; and it was restored whole, like as the other.

Matt. 13:1-2

The same day went Jesus out of the house, and sat by the sea side. And great multitudes were

gathered together unto him, so that he went into a ship, and sat; and the whole multitude stood on

the shore.

Matt. 13:24-30

¶Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man

which sowed good seed in his field: But while men slept, his enemy came and sowed tares among

the wheat, and went his way. But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then

appeared the tares also. So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not

thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares? He said unto them, An enemy

hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? But he

said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. Let both grow

together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together

first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.

SH 300:13

The temporal and unreal never touch the eternal and real. The mutable and imperfect never touch

the immutable and perfect. The inharmonious and self-destructive never touch the harmonious and

self-existent. These opposite qualities are the tares and wheat, which never really mingle, though

(to mortal sight) they grow side by side until the harvest; then, Science separates the wheat from

the tares, through the realization of God as ever present and of man as reflecting the divine

likeness.

SH 208:5-11

The Scriptures say, "In Him we live, and move, and have our being." What then is this seeming

power, independent of God, which causes disease and cures it? What is it but an error of belief,

— a law of mortal mind, wrong in every sense, embracing sin, sickness, and death? It is the very

antipode of immortal Mind, of Truth, and of spiritual law.

SH 12:1

"The prayer of faith shall save the sick," says the Scripture. What is this healing prayer? A mere

request that God will heal the sick has no power to gain more of the divine presence than is

always at hand. The beneficial effect of such prayer for the sick is on the human mind, making it

act more powerfully on the body through a blind faith in God. This, however, is one belief casting

out another, — a belief in the unknown casting out a belief in sickness. It is neither Science nor

Truth which acts through blind belief, nor is it the human understanding of the divine healing

Principle as manifested in Jesus, whose humble prayers were deep and conscientious protests of

Truth, — of man's likeness to God and of man's unity with Truth and Love.

SH 14:25

Entirely separate from the belief and dream of material living, is the Life divine, revealing spiritual

understanding and the consciousness of man's dominion over the whole earth. This understanding

casts out error and heals the sick, and with it you can speak "as one having authority."

SH 23:12

Rabbinical lore said: "He that taketh one doctrine, firm in faith, has the Holy Ghost dwelling in
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him." This preaching receives a strong rebuke in the Scripture, "Faith without works is dead."

Faith, if it be mere belief, is as a pendulum swinging between nothing and something, having no

fixity. Faith, advanced to spiritual understanding, is the evidence gained from Spirit, which

rebukes sin of every kind and establishes the claims of God.

SH 505:4-506:14*

Genesis i. 6. And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide

the waters from the waters.

Spiritual understanding, by which human conception, material sense, is separated from Truth, is

the firmament. The divine Mind, not matter, creates all identities, and they are forms of Mind, the

ideas of Spirit apparent only as Mind, never as mindless matter nor the so-called material senses.

Genesis i. 7. And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the

firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so.

Spirit imparts the understanding which uplifts consciousness and leads into all truth. The Psalmist

saith: "The Lord on high is mightier than the noise of many waters, yea, than the mighty waves of

the sea." Spiritual sense is the discernment of spiritual good. Understanding is the line of

demarcation between the real and unreal. Spiritual understanding unfolds Mind, — Life, Truth, and

Love, — and demonstrates the divine sense, giving the spiritual proof of the universe in Christian

Science.

This understanding is not intellectual, is not the result of scholarly attainments; it is the reality of

all things brought to light. God's ideas reflect the immortal, unerring, and infinite. The mortal,

erring, and finite are human beliefs, which apportion to themselves a task impossible for them, that

of distinguishing between the false and the true. Objects utterly unlike the original do not reflect

that original. Therefore matter, not being the reflection of Spirit, has no real entity. Understanding

is a quality of God, a quality which separates Christian Science from supposition and makes Truth

final.

Genesis i. 8. And God called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the morning were the

second day.

Through divine Science, Spirit, God, unites understanding to eternal harmony. The calm and

exalted thought or spiritual apprehension is at peace. Thus the dawn of ideas goes on, forming

each successive stage of progress.

SH 466:26

The Science of Christianity comes with fan in hand to separate the chaff from the wheat. Science

will declare God aright, and Christianity will demonstrate this declaration and its divine Principle,

making mankind better physically, morally, and spiritually.

SH 468:8-15

Question. — What is the scientific statement of being?

Answer. — There is no life, truth, intelligence, nor substance in matter. All is infinite Mind and its

infinite manifestation, for God is All-in-all. Spirit is immortal Truth; matter is mortal error. Spirit

is the real and eternal; matter is the unreal and temporal. Spirit is God, and man is His image and

likeness. Therefore man is not material; he is spiritual.
